
GORGIE/DALRY TOY LIBRARY 

The Partner Churches in the Gorgie, Dalry and Slateford area of Edinburgh have developed a 
number of ways in which they can interact with the community.  The Toy Library provides toys for 
families that can come along and rent a number of toys for 2 weeks.  A small annual fee is 
charged as well as a small fee of 30pence for small toys and 50pence for larger toys.  However 
this money does not cover costs and when they applied for a grant from the Scottish Community 
Foundation they were delighted when they were awarded with one. 

The project was funded by the Scottish Community Foundations event the Caledonian Challenge 
which enabled the Toy Library to promote and encourage the development of parents and 
children in the Gorgie/Dalry area and its environs through education, caring and toys.  The Toy 
Library has shown great success and the first 3 months have seen the toy library find a niche 
within the community and fulfilling a need.
